Year 5 will be learning about ‘myths and legends’ with a focus on Robin Hood as well as using
figurative language to create a narrative poem based on the poem Beowulf.

Year 6 will be learning to write short stories that include a series of flashback. Our non-fiction
focus will be Journalistic Writing with an emphasis on newspaper reports. Miss Hanner’s set will
be studying narrative poetry and modern fiction based around the story ‘Holes’.

There will be a continued emphasis on improving vocabulary choices, connectives, sentence

openers and punctuation (VCOP)

Maths

Maths homework is
set every Thursday and
should be returned to
school every Tuesday.

In Maths we will focus on using and applying the mathematical skills we are learning as well as
problem solving. We will develop written calculation strategies as well as focussing on improving
our mental maths abilities including rapid recall of known number facts and tables.

Science will learn about how we are able to see and how shadows are will include measurements,
formed.

well as learning Roman
numerals in Maths.

Art In Art we will develop an understanding of the importance of Roman mosaics as historical

evidence, and their cultural and artistic significance. We will then create a large printed mosaic

style picture with a geometric border.

Design & Tech

We will be designing and making our own Roman chariots, using a range of materials. We will be
learning about wheels, axles and chassis and different types of moving vehicles.
